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[t is this time of the year when dry season starts again and Culex quinquefasciatus
mosquito start to breed profusely particularly in drains stagnant with polluted water.
Culex quinguefasciatus are aggressive and persistent night-biters which normally bite after
dinner time. It peak biting period is in the mid-night and will continue to bite until
sunrise. With limited rainfall in the past one month, its breeding in drains especially in
sunken and poorly maintained roadside drains has increased tremendously. NEA has
urged all the Land and Government Agencies to step up their cleaning and maintenance
of drains to prevent the breeding of Culex guinguefasciatus mosquitoes. Pest management
companies have to be alert for this seasonal threat once again. Culex mosquitoes have

the tendency to breed outdoors and in massive quantity. Some useful tips are as follow:

Common Culex Bra’()l'ng Habitats Preventive Meadureds

; _ _ | Removal of leaves to prevent drain
Carpark drain, perimeter drain, closed

& open drain chokage

Cleaning & flushing or larviciding

Drain with poor gradient Weekly cleaning or flushing

Vacant land, ground puddle & open field Backfilling or larviciding

By reducing stagnant water in drains, it reduces the chances of Culex mosquito breeding

thus lesser complaints from our clients too.
